AT NO CHARGE TO 9TH WARD RESIDENTS

Public safety initiative follows the fire-related deaths of three young girls


Ald. Anthony A. Beale, 9TH Ward, will give away 1,000 smoke detectors to 9th Ward households in an effort to raise fire safety awareness.


“Functioning smoke detectors in homes save lives, which is our goal in providing the devices,” said Ald. Beale.  “Tragically, three young girls died earlier this month in a fire at their 9TH Ward home that had no smoke detector near where they slept.”


Two sisters, 2-year-old Niesha Protho and her 5-year-old sister Kayla, along with their 13-year-old cousin, Rashedah McCoy, died earlier this month when the second floor of their home where they slept on S. Indiana Ave. erupted in fire.


The Chicago Fire Department recommends that a smoke detector be placed on every floor of a house and in each bedroom of within 15 feet of each bedroom.
