Honorable Senator O’Bama,

Several constituents in the 9th Ward of the City of Chicago have brought to my attention an increasingly escalating and frustrating problem that needs resolved, and I’m asking your help.

The United States Post Service’s delivery of mail to several Chicago communities, including Roseland in the 9th Ward, is slow at best, and sometimes, nonexistent.  Another chronic problem is mail being delivered to the wrong address.

The local ABC News affiliate in Chicago, WLS-TV, Channel 7, ran last week several news stories again highlighting the mail delivery problems in Roseland and another community, Englewood.  The most recent story quotes a Chicago USPS spokesman saying, “We know that the service is not at the level the City of Chicago deserves.”

I agree and am dismayed that the problem continues because I earlier brought it to the attention of other elected officials, including Rep. Jesse Jackson, Jr.  

Residents of these two South Side communities are more than inconvenienced by the chronic mail delivery problems.  They rely on prompt, effective mail delivery of their checks and to stay current on their bills and loan payments.  Their possible economic hardship that can result from inadequate and non-existing mail delivery needs to be avoided.

I ask that you investigate the mail delivery problems in Roseland and Englewood, inquire what will be done to resolve them and report results to the residents.
