Regarding Funding for Gwendolyn Brooks College Preparatory Academy

Alderman Anthony A. Beale, 9th Ward, said today he is pleased that the Chicago Public Schools is committed to invest an additional $20 million to complete the planned expansion of Gwendolyn Brooks College Preparatory Academy.

Ald. Beale, who led efforts to assure adequate funding to modernize the high school, said the additional funding will help Gwendolyn Brooks College Prep maintain the highest standards of Chicago’s top high schools.

“Attempts to politicize the additional funding as ‘pork barrel’ politics in the waning days of the Illinois General Assembly’s current legislative session were unfortunate and misleading,” said Ald. Beale.  “And I find it particularly insensitive that the efforts to politicize efforts to enhance education at the predominantly African-America educational facilities – attempts to provide adequate funding that is needed for the school – came as the country celebrated the 50th anniversary of Brown v Board of Education.”
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
