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LEGAL BATTLE ENDS OVER PROPOSED SITE FOR GROCERY STORE

Ald. Beale says major grocery chains will be asked to submit proposals


A prolonged legal battle over control of a site for a planned grocery store at the corner of East 115th Street and South Michigan Avenue has ended with an out-of-court settlement between the owner and the City of Chicago.

The property owner agreed earlier this month to sell the site to the city for $3.1 million, negating a trial and ending a legal battle that started in the Fall of 1999 when the City of Chicago first tried to acquire the property.


“The agreement between the city and the owner means that the residents of the 9th Ward are another step closer to getting a large grocery store chain to open a store in our community,” said 9th Ward Alderman Anthony A. Beale.  “We are beginning to draft a request for proposal that will be sent to large and national grocery store operators.  If that process goes forward without difficulty, ground breaking for the store could take place in the Spring of 2005.”
