Accident in Roseland community killed a 2-year-old boy

“I want the driver to know that I will do everything possible to arrange a safe surrender to the police,” said Ald. Beale.  “All the driver needs to do is to stop by my office and talk to me.  I will then personally take the individual to the 5th District police headquarters to make sure the person is turned over safely to the investigating authorities.”

Ald. Beale’s ward office is at 34 East 112th Place, just west of South. Michigan Avenue.
